THE REASONIS IN YOUR HEART

A longtime traveler
returning to Pignon and the
remote fowns around the
area can noft realize the
changes that have taken
place in this needy region
since the early 1980s. The
first wave of change must
have been dramatic when
Dr. Guy and the mission
volunteers took a place
that was one of the most
backward of Haiti and
changed it to a hub of
hope. Now, where once
stood a shack, first
appeared a clinic, then a
building, then two... an
institution was erected.
Now a town of 30,000
people strives; a region of
160,000 finds hope.

More recently, we have
witnessed the installation of
state-of the-art technology
to save lives. Drying weeds
are transformed into viable
farming land producing
vegetables, corn, frees and
fruit frees. Churches and
schools are everywhere
and small entrepreneurs
start to scrape a living.

The truth is since the
disasters, more and more
patients are coming fo the
hospital. Indigents cannot
be turned away! That is the
policy at Bienfaisance
Hospital.

Patients that can afford
private wards do not even
pay enough to help cover
indigent care. Fuel has
increased, food is rare, and
cost of medicines is high.

Ever since Dr. Guy
envisioned a self-sustaining
community some twenty
five years ago, the fever
caught everyone from east
fo west, north to south.
Many similar projects, good
or bad, started taking root
in various locations.

Dr. Guy's many sacrifices
led fo one of the most
successful models of
community advocacy. As
he continues to build
Hospital Bienfaisance de
Pignon he has received the
endorsement of national
and international
organizations. Every year
Dr. Guy receives accolades
of friends and colleagues,
and awards for his
exemplary mission.

When fate took the young
Guy Theodore away from
Pignon, a promise was
placed in his heart. He kept
it and continued to
encourage others fo see
what he dreamt possible.

Measure not what you are
giving.
